
We can individually take Him up on 
this offer by praying the World’s Most 
Important Prayer – the means by 
which God and Man unite.

To begin an adventure with God in 
your life, pray this prayer, aloud and 
from your heart:
“Father God, I come before You in 

Jesus’  name.  I ask You to reveal 
Yourself to me, come into my life,  
forgive my sins, and cleanse me with 
your blood. Believing Jesus Christ 
died for me, and that You raised him 
from the dead, I now confess Jesus 
Christ to be the Lord and Master of 
my life. I command Satan to depart 
in Jesus name.  
Lord, now give me Your  promised  

free gift of eternal life, writing my 
name in the Book of Life; and fill me 
with Your Holy Spirit so I can follow 
and obey You.  Cause me to know 
You personally, and to experience 
your abundant life, Amen.”

If you sincerely prayed this, God’s 
Bible promises are your assurance 
that He is now living in you, you are 
His child, and that you will spend 
eternity with Him. In other words, 
your assurance of heaven for eternity 
is based, not on your feelings, but on 
God’s ability to keep His word.
I know the one in whom I trust, and I am 
sure that he is able to safely guard all 
that I have given him until the day of his 
return. – 2 Timothy 1:12
